	Benefits to your practice:


	I learnt about a range of current and recent research that has been carried out in the region. Of note was a retrospective study carried out at the Royal University Hospital Bath comparing the histological findings of temporal artery biopsy (currently the gold standard for diagnosing temporal arteritis) to the Duplex findings. Results showed Duplex ultrasound was comparatively accurate for the diagnosing of TA. 


	Benefits to service user:


	It has been recommended that biopsy should be reserved for those patients with high clinical suspicion and a negative Duplex scan only. The number of TA Duplex ultrasound referrals has increased to the department avoiding an invasive investigation for the patient.
