	Benefits to your practice:


	The importance of compression in leg ulcer healing was reinforced. I learnt about new dressings however there was no real evidence to suggest these aid healing and we, in the department, came to the conclusion that it was best to stick to simple NA dressings which are a fraction of the price. On reflection, I think my main take home message would be the fact that every hospital needs a clear and timely pathway for these patients and also raised the question of ‘what can we do for those 20% of patients who never go on to heal?’


	Benefits to service user:


	I returned better informed of the importance of a close management of this cohort of patients from a multidisciplinary team. Key learning points from the day was shared in our clinical meeting and the potential of setting up a similar clinic was discussed with the lead vascular surgeon and vascular specialist nurse which would have great benefits to the service users.
