Question 1: Name 3 other types of elastographic methods mentioned:

Answer: The 3 other elastographic methods mentioned are: vibration elastography, acoustic radiation force impulse (ARFI) imaging and harmonic imaging.

Question 2: Why were porcine liver samples used?

Answer: Experiments were performed on porcine liver samples as liver samples are preferred because appreciable visual contrast of the high-intensity focused ultrasound (HIFU) lesion is possible in photographs. This allows for comparison with lesions visualised on elastograms which the experiment required.
Question 3: Why does ASSE imaging produce a better contrast image of the segment between the two focally heat treatment sections?

Answer: The results of the experiment indicate that ASSEs, not only improve visualisation and measurement of a single lesion, but also provide real-time feedback to visualise untreated regions between two lesions in high contrast and guide additional treatment.
Question 4: Why is ASE imaging more influenced but the production of cavitation bubbles?

Answer: ASEs contrast the lesion core from the surrounding tissue and cavitation bubbles are expected to be at the core. Where as ASSEs contrast appears at the lesion boundary and so are not as influenced by cavitation bubbles as ASEs.
