1 What type of lesion did TASC 1type C refer to?
Femoropopliteal lesion, single stenosis or occlusion longer than 5cm, Multiple stenoses or occlusions, each 3-5cm without heavy calcification.

2 How was the technical (procedural) success defined?

Technical (procedural) success was defined a appropriate device deployment with <30% residual stenosis of the treated arterial segment and < 15mm Hg translesional  peak pressure gradient a procedural completion.   
3 When more than one device was required what was the recommended overlap distance?

Where more than one device was required, overlap zones of 5-10mm were recommended.

4 How many contralateral arterial access sites were utilized for Viabahn implantations?

Conrtalateral arterial access was utilized in 64/73 (88.9%) Viabahn implantations.
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The volume flow rate may be defined as:

1 the mean velocity averaged over the lumen of the vessel, multiplied by the vessel cross-sectional area
2 the mean velocity averaged over the lumen of the vessel divided by the diameter of the vessel

3 the highest velocity in the lumen of the vessel multiplied by the cross-sectional area

4 the mean velocity in the lumen of the vessel multiplied by the radius of the vessel

5 the highest velocity in the lumen of the vessel divided by the cross-sectional area.

Answer 1 is correct.
