Factors associated with contralateral DVT after iliocaval venous stenting
Stent placement across the iliocaval confluence from the left CIV is associated with a low but definite rate of contralateral iliac vein thrombosis.  Acute DVT, pre-operative contralateral IIV thrombosis, pre-existing IVC filters, and anticoagulation non-compliance are significant risk factors.


Mid term outcomes of Endovenous Laser Ablation in patients with active and healed venous ulcers.
This paper found that endovenous laser ablation of SVI in patients with healed or active venous ulcers achieves good healing and low ulcer recurrence rates, with a low rate of complications and an acceptable re-intervention rate.
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
