	CBD Scenario description
	You have been asked to perform an DVT scan on a patient who has been admitted to hospital with a painful leg. You see the patient and explain why you are there. The patient is elderly and appears a little confused but correctly gives you their date of birth and address. They ask you to go away because the leg is painful and they do not want you to touch it.


	CBD Scenario model answer/ assessor guidance

	You should expect the trainee to mention the following:
· repeat who they are and explain in simple terms why they need a scan?
· try to reassure the patient of the benefits of having the scan?
· satisfy themselves that the patient understands the implications of not having the scan?
· respect the patient’s decision
· record this decision and inform the relevant medical team
· Check if the patient has a DoLS (Deprivation of Liberty Safeguards) in place and how that may change the situation
· Discuss How would they deal with the situation if they are informed to proceed as “it is the patient’s best interests?”
