Download each trainee’s IACC Critical Reflection
Provide your Pass / Fail judgement on each trainee’s work
Provide your feedback on each trainee’s work

Upload trainee scripts you have annotated.

In order to access EPA Pro you willfirst need to set up a personal password for the service. To o this:

1. Goto https://hee.epapro.co.uk/password/request
2. Insert your username, which is your email address identified above
3. You will then receive an email from EPA Pro containing a link to a page where you set up your personal password.

We are using EPA Pro, the Schoo's apprenticeship end-point assessment service, in order to be able to provide you with scripts anonymously. When you are accessing and handling candidate scripts
please pay attention to the candidate’s IACC number, which the candidate will have inserted on the coversheet of their document.

‘When you have read and made your judgement on the candidate’s script you will then need to find that candidate by their candidate number in EPA Pro o that you are providing your judgements and
your feedback in EPA Pro against the correct candidate numbers.

‘The feedback that you are asked to supply on each submission, and which will be provided to the trainee, is to be submitted in EPA Pro. As you will see in the attached guidance document, there is a
single box, entitled ‘EPA feedback’ into which you should enter your feedback for the trainee.
