“Although I was not in SVT at the very beginning, I did join in quite early days in 1994 going straight on to the committee as Conference secretary which I did for 2 years. I had various roles on the Education committee, including Chair, had a later role on the Executive as a member without portfolio, and had many, many years as SVT rep on CASE and a CASE accreditor. I had various roles (sometimes more than one role at a time) for SVT for over 20 years on and off until 2020. It was often challenging - especially due to the distance between Cornwall and the rest of the world - it’s not so bad now we can have Zoom or Teams meetings - but in “my day” a lot of travel was involved. A great many things have changed, even more so recently. Over the years that I have worked with SVT, I have met with some amazing people, I also have worked with a great team in Cornwall. The SVT continues to go from strength to strength. It is a wonderful Society and I wish it every success in the future.”
