Vascular Testing/ Studies Unit Bristol Bath and Weston Network Meeting 23/2/2015 Notes:
These meetings are very beneficial and the general idea of the meeting is to review and critique our standardised practice and discuss any issues/ areas that might need adjusting. Joanna Pawlowska, Network Coordinator, started off the meeting with a general introduction and update on the network. 
The start of the meeting was an update from the network coordinator, Joanna Pawlowska, giving a bigger picture to how the network is performing in the various hospital, hub and spoke, with RTTs and how we are meeting the targets compared to national targets. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]We then broke out into focused groups with a representative from each hospitals vascular lab in each group and discussed current standard practice and any variations within the labs that require action, overall standards were similar. 
Reporting issues to action were the 50% carotid stenosis, to report close to 50%, 60%, 70%, rather than leaving at 50-69% to allow the vascular surgeons greater information to make treatment decisions.
BRI were not reporting onto the CRIS system still and this meant that other trusts were unable to see their reports, which is awaiting a solution, we were told that the radiology department at the BRI were not keen to allow them access to report.
Overall the meeting was a good opportunity to meet and exchange views with colleagues in the Vascular BBW network and to keep working towards a smoother and better service to the vascular patient using our service.
