	Benefits to your practice:


	I am now able to offer another type of scan as part of my day-to-day work. Whilst the opportunities to put this new skill to use have been limited since leaving the GRH, it reassures me to know I would be able to provide this if asked.
 Getting to know these patients (we often saw the same patients regularly) gave me a good insight into what these patients go through and if a patient came with a fistula, I could be confident to speak to them about it, whereas previously I had no knowledge about dialysis and had never even seen a fistula. 
More generally, volume flow measurements form part of the carotid scanning protocol at Bournemouth Hospital, so I had previous knowledge of how to make an accurate reading of volume flow.


	Benefits to service user:


	If patients with a fistula came to our unit, they would be able to benefit from my experience of scanning these. There are currently no other members of our unit who have experience of scanning fistulas.
The major unit for renal patients is based in Portsmouth, so if a local patient required a scan, I could potentially avoid them having to travel to Portsmouth for this.
