	What was the learning need or objective that was addressed? 
Maintaining a broad base of Vascular knowledge – learning activity selected by SVT education committee



	What was the outcome of the activity? 
Paper 1– duplex in diagnosis and classification of soft tissue anomalies

Details how to classify soft tissue anomalies in terms of their B mode and flow characteristics with flow charts to aid categorisation. Confirms criteria that we use informally to categorise lesions in the leg.
Paper 2- transcatheter arterialisation of deep veins in CLI
Interesting paper as a similar concept  had been discussed recently in a patient I had scanned and I wasn’t previously aware of these techniques for revascularistion in ‘no option’ patients.  Years ago we did have several bypass grafts formed with an AVF at distal anastomosis to maintatin graft patency but have not come across this more recently. This paper describes an endovascular approach to creating a tibial AVF so the tibial vein takes flow to the foot. Techniques like this have huge potential for our patient population – many of our patients have necrotic toes and severe, inoperable crural vessel disease with high levels of amputation.
Discussed as a team following SVT AGM our ability to assess pedal vessels limited by our current probes – MC is to look into getting hockey stick probe and new software to improve our assessment of foot vessels in preparation of more attempts at crural/pedal angioplasty and some of these newer techniques
