	CPD Update Amy Bolsworth (CPD officer)
1. Annual Scientific Meeting 2020 (held virtually) - CPD points for SVT members:

a. Members submitted points as normal for the virtual conference
b. 5 points for SVT content only (8hours of content) 

c. 15 points if attending VS content.
d. Fran Turley (event organiser) sent login data for attendance for SVT content only.

e. Amy to spot check any CPD submissions that she feels may be erroneous 

2. Member enquiry: Points for NAAASP screener accreditation
a. 1 day GCU (Glasgow Caledonian Uni) course to become an accredited NAAASP screener (along with pulling together 100 scan portfolio and running NAAASP lists to gain numbers etc. )
b. Discussed that training to perform scans and performing them are part of normal job role so therefore not eligible for CPD points

c. 1 day course has educational value therefore award as 1 day non-vascular meeting 

3. Member enquiry: Postgraduate diploma in leadership and management in the healthcare sciences (First two years of HSST)
a.  Also might be worth considering how many points to allocate for the HSST as a whole? 
i. Vascular-related PhD = 30points
b. Committee discussed 10 points/year of course completed 

4. Member enquiry: 10 week Microcredential (10 credits at Masters level) "Introduction to management and leadership in healthcare services" 10 hours of study/week
a. Committee discussed related qualifications and decided 4 points would be equitable 

5. AB noted that more online courses available for members to complete due to COVID etc and the difficulty of fairly  allocating points

	Practical exam update – Laura Haworth and Hannah Williamson

1. Discussed difficulties with organising practical exams due to Covid restrictions on travel 

a. Email went out trying to increase practical examiner bank

2. External examiner had issue with scans submitted for preview – asked if we have any guidance on what is acceptable. 

a. If examiner has any issues with scans the first line of action should be to contact the practical exam team to discuss concerns

b. LH and HW to look into whether there is any need to produce guidance for preview scans
3. Preview 25 scans in last 3 months might be difficult for people during covid especially venous

a. Decided to use some discretion in the 3 month window if genuinely impacted

4. Case of a candidate passing Skill D section of exam without being able to describe the use and theory behind 5 buttons on ultrasound

a. Decided not to change skill D marking as it is unlikely a student will pass any of the other sections if they cannot understand and use basic controls on the machine.
