Poster idea from Osian (Research Committee): “I thought it would be nice if the society commissioned some posters about vascular ultrasound (similar to the attached poster) in the various types of assessment that we do.  It could be tailored to either help vascular scientist write reports and include data on carotid/arterial grading etc, types of waveforms in different healthy/diseased vessels etc.  This could even help standardisation between labs and be an informative attractive display across the UK labs.”  The SVT to have a poster to illustrate normal and abnormal waveforms of the vascular system. Emma Tucker has offered to create the poster once we have decided on the content. This is a project that will be longer than the suggested time for the AGM I think, but will be discussed and the next PSC meeting to see if a slimmed down version is manageable in the first instance.

· how the SVT can encourage wider participation

· Would it be helpful to have a template for a Quality Manual?
