Previously discussed at the PSC were the responses received by GE and Canon. PSC  to publish on SVT website a short document, similar to our upper limb disorder doc, on What we can find out about our machines,  are we aware of our axial resolution capabilities, how do we apply that to scanning, why we don’t go above 60 degrees on Doppler angles, how accurately can we measure haemodynamics and to what extent do we round up the figures, and state which ultrasound companies have assisted us in this
