Venous Forum Webinar 28/09/21 –‘Who should perform diagnostic venous scanning and the complex venous MDT’
Part 1 –debate –one Vascular Surgeon supporting Vascular Scientists doing most of the venous scans and the other Vascular Surgeon for them doing their own diagnostic scans

Part 2 –presentation of 4 complex venous case studies



	What was the learning need or objective that was addressed? 

Part 1 addressed the need to evaluate our current practice where we do all the diagnostic venous scans –is this still desirable or is there a strong argument to encourage surgeons to do their own scanning.
Part 2 addressed the need to keep up to date with treatment considerations which ensures that I am addressing the clinical question. 


	What was the outcome of the activity? 

Part One – strong argument in terms of the value of team work and the more effective use of resource. Agreed that the surgeons need a knowledge of duplex to ensure they can interpret the result but that routinely it is better if the scan is done by imaging specialist, leaving the surgeon able to spend their time more effectively. Argument for surgeons doing their own diagnostic scans was quite weak –based on some examples where poor scan reports had been misinterpreted which really would be resolved with better communication. Did not address how much training would be required .
Part 2 addressed some interesting complex venous MDT cases The final case involved venous aneurysm and this is an area I know little about
