Apologies for the confusion, the reason I have asked for a final confirmation of all previous maternity leave is because the previous email correspondence dated 2nd Feb 2017 was regarding your previous maternity leave 5th Nov '14-3rd Sept '15 not the 2016-2017 maternity period. 


Paragraph from email 2nd Feb 2017

"You have another entry 14/05/15 for 16 weeks unpaid maternity leave. Could this be amalgamated with your maternity leave 05/11/14-05/05/15 to give maternity leave period 05/11/14-03/09/15? This gives 8 CPD points for one episode (10 months) of maternity leave rather than two separate of (6 months Nov-May and 3 months (May-Aug). 
By amalgamating these two periods, this would also mean only one letter from your line manager would be needed to evidence this period of time".

"Please see below your maternity leave confirmation from Dr Gray for period June '16-May '17.

Please upload alongside your CPD entries for...
2.5 CPD points for June-Aug 2016 (membership year 2015-2016)

As the email from Dr Gray stated June 2016 only, however you are able to confirm 30th June 2016 start date, the revised period for the 2016-2017 maternity leave is 11 months from 30th June 2016-24th May 2017 (we don't separate paid Vs unpaid so will document this as one period of maternity leave) will give you 9 CPD points.
