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The aorta is patent with no significant disease and normal calibre 1.7cm diameter. The common iliac artery is patent with mild disease < 20% stenosis. The EIA is patent with mild disease 20-30% stenosis. The profunda artery is patent with triphasic flow. The SFA is patent with triphasic flow and minimal mural plaque along is length < 15% stenosis. The popliteal is patent with triphasic flow minor plaque disease 25-30% stenosis. The proximal ATA is patent near origin and appears to be vestigial distally with the peroneal crosses the ankle into the foot with small calibre and 49/50% stenosis. The peroneal is patent with mild calcification disease <20% stenosis and biphasic flow. The PTA is patent with moderate disease in distal section 8cm above medial malleolus over 2-3 cm with a focal 75% stenosis, the flow is biphasic.
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
