*Right fem-pop vein graft. 

CFA - appears patent with mild disease and good triphasic waveforms, PSV 224cm/s. 
PFA - severe disease identified at the origin with velocities increasing to, PSV 458cm/s.

Proximal anastamosis appears patent with good triphasic waveforms, PSV 121cm/s. 
Graft appears patent with good triphasic waveforms PSV 89-91cm/s. 
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Distal anastamosis appears patent with good triphasic waveforms, PSV 92cm/s. 

POPA - mild diffuse disease noted with good triphasic waveforms, PSV 123cm/s. TPT appears patent with 
evidence of 3 vessel run-off origins identified. 
ATA - appears patent with good biphasic waveforms, PSV 78cm/s. 
PTA - appears patent with good mono/triphasic waveforms PSV 164cm/s. 

Resting ABPI is good and remains within acceptable limits following a one minute foot flex exercise 
challenge. 

CONCLUSION: Graft appears patent.
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
