Left;

Ectatic arterial system . EIA shows pulsatile flow. CFA dia=3.0cm AP . SFA occluded distally.
POPA reconstituted ,dia=3.1cm AP. PTA occluded. ATA and PER shows. damped flow.
Difficult abdominal scan due to body habitus and bowel gas.

Patent Aortic stent demonstrated with normal flow shown through proximal and distal limbs .
