DEEP VEINS 

1. CFV, FV, POPV, PTVs and ATVs patent and competent. 
 
SUPERFICIAL VEINS 

1. Sapheno-femoral reflux.  Minor tortuosity in LSV AK.  Varices in LSV at groin (13mm) and 10cm AK (28 x 14mm).  
Prominent VV arises from LSV 2cm BK and travels to anterior, lateral, medial and posterior aspects of calf.  LSV patent, 
competent and of small calibre below VV.  Short segment of LSV mildly incompetent 20cm above ankle following VV 
communication.  Medial VV branch drains into competent perforator vein in distal calf and posterior VV branch drains 
into competent perforator vein at mid calf.  LSV calibre 9.3mm at mid thigh and 6.7mm at knee.
