Right lower limb

The deep venous system is patent and competent from CFV-POPV.

The SFJ is competent. The LSV is competent throughout its length.

The anterior thigh vein is patent and linear in the proximal-distal thigh. Anterior thigh vein forms a small incompetent vein
in the proximal anterior calf which tracks over the anterior calf.

The SPJ is competent. The SSV is competent throughout its length.

Left lower limb

The deep venous system is patent and competent from CFV-distal SFV. There is a small area of acute non-occlusive
thrombus within the proximal POPV, this extends from the SSV. The distal POPV is patent and competent.

The SFJ is competent. The LSV is competent throughout its length.

The SPJ is incompetent, non-occlusive acute superficial thrombophlebitis is noted within. The SSV is occluded
with acute superficial thrombophlebitis. VVs noted arising from the SSV in the distal calf, these are also occluded
with acute superficial thrombophlebitis.

Given these findings the patient was sent to Ambulatory Care to be reviewed.
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
