CAROTID DUPLEX ASSESSMENT

RIGHT - Challenging assessment due to low bifurcation and tortuosity of vessels.

Dense and calcified plaques identified in the right bifurcation and internal carotid arteries. These areas are
partially obscured by acoustic shadowing, but where seen, plagques appear to form a 50-59% and 60-69%
stenosis respectively, based on velocity criteria, greyscale and colour filling. Disease extends for ~1.7cm,

including the distal bifurcation and the distal vessel appears paient.
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Dense and calcified plaques identified in the left internal carotid artery forming a 40-49% stenosis.
