CAROTID DUPLEX

Mixed and dense plaques identified in the right internal carotid artery, forming a less than 30% stenosis. 

Mixed, dense and calcified plaques identified in the left carotid bifurcation forming a 40-49% stenosis. Mixed 
and dense plaques identified in the left internal carotid artery, forming a less than 40% stenosis.
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
