lliac veins not viewed. Flow in the common femoral vein is phasic with respiration and responds normally
to a Valsalva manoeuvre, suggesting proximal vein patency. All visualised deep veins appear patent and
competent with no evidence of previous DVT.

All measurements are proximal to the medial malleolus unless otherwise stated.

Sapheno-femoral junction (SFJ) is incompetent. Long Saphenous vein (LSV) is incompetent in the thigh to
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the proximal calf. An incompetent branch leaves the fascia in the proximal calf at 24cm forming calf
varicosities. The LSV appears to leave the fascia at this same level (proximal calf). LSV then rejoins the
fascia in the mid/distal calf at 14cm and is competent to the ankle.

Transverse (AP) dimensions of LSV: Proximal thigh - 0.79cm, Mid- thigh - 0.80cm, Distal thigh - 0.79cm,
proximal calf - 0.62cm

Sapheno-popliteal junction (SPJ) was not identified.
