1: Date and time 
The resit theory exams are scheduled to take place on Monday 5th Sept 2016. Only candidates who have been unsuccessful in the June exams are eligible to sit the resit exams.

Please ensure you arrive at the exam venue in good time, at least 30 minutes before the start of the exam.  Candidates will be taken into the exam hall and seated 10 minutes before the exam start time.  Those candidates not at the exam venue 10 minutes before the start time may be refused admission to the exam hall and forfeit their right to sit the exam.
2: Locations
There is only one venue for the resits. The exams will be held in London.

3: What to bring with you
Candidates must bring photographic ID with them to the exam centre.  Failure to bring photographic ID will forfeit the right to sit the exam. Please know your SVT number in case it is required. You will also need to bring pencils and a rubber. The exam centre will provide calculators.  All other personal belongings will be kept secure at the back of the exam hall.
4: Structure of the Theory Exams
Each paper comprises 100 multiple choice questions to be completed over a time period of 2½ hours. The pass mark for each paper is 70%. The marking will record a positive mark for all correct answers and a zero for incorrect answers (negative marking is not used).  The papers will be sat under full examination conditions and two invigilators will be present.  Candidates will not be permitted to remove any of the provided exam materials from the examination room.
5: After the exam
Two Education Committee members mark all exam papers.  The exam officers then compile a list of questions that were answered incorrectly by more than half of candidates.  These questions will be scrutinised at the Education Committee meeting in Sept 2016 to ensure they contain no errors or ambiguity.  Exam results will be posted on the website soon afterwards.

This is part of the Medical Engineering and Physics department at Kings College Hospital; however it is a short walk away from the main hospital building.

By train

The nearest railway station is Denmark Hill with regular direct rail links to central London at London Blackfriars, St Pancras, London Bridge and Victoria, as well as to principal places in south east London such as Bromley South, Catford, Lewisham and Peckham Rye.  The station is about 10 minutes walk from the faraday building.  There is currently no lift from the platforms at this station so you need to be able to climb about 20 steps.  Loughborough Junction station, served by Thameslink trains from London Blackfriars via Elephant and Castle, is about 15 minutes walk from the Faraday Building.  This station also has steps.

By bus or tube

The nearest underground stations are Elephant & Castle and Brixton.  Both these stations are some distance from the hospital and we would advise you to complete your journey by bus. A number of buses stop near the hospital.  Numbers 40, 42, 68, 176, 185, 468 and 484 stop directly outside the hospital.  However many services stop in Camberwell Green or Coldharbour Lane which are within a short walking distance of the hospital. 
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By car

To reach the hospital car park in Bessemer Road turn into Coldharbour Lane, and from there into Cutcombe Road.  A one-way system operates in the hospital campus.

Parking is available in the main car park on Caldecot Road at a charge of £2.50 per hour or part hour. All revenues from parking fees go towards patient care. Our aim is to keep traffic flowing briskly and make the maximum use of our limited space, but as spaces are limited there are sometimes queues for this car park. 

There are some spaces for registered disabled drivers (a valid disabled badge must be displayed) in the car park immediately in front of the Bessemer Road entrance. There is no charge for these spaces. If no spaces are available here, disabled drivers may use the main car park, but the normal fees apply. Disabled badge holders may also park free of charge in the roads around the hospital
